Harar comprises the easternmost of
the coffee-growing regions of
Ethiopia. It is subdivided into four
smaller regions: East Harar, West
Harar, Bale, and Arsi. Nearly all coffee
from Harar is sundried natural.

Yirgacheffe is a micro-region within
Sidama. Yirgacheffe coffees are so
distinct and internationally

recognized that they are grouped
into their own special category.
